Richard Tate
called Randy and said it was finally green-tagged.

e 1900 Pin Oak, Scott Miller. Permit to move in trailer. He will split into two
parcels.

Max will try to find the ESI number for the meters involved in annexation
and send that information to Jane w/Oncor. He will ask her to ensure the
information is given to the appropriate department.

No update from the tax attorney. When he receives notification, Max will
notify the prospective buyer.



Right of Way Issues

e Oncor construction crews - we had negotiated a road closure schedule
9:00am - 4pm with short windows to be open at 11:00-11:15am &
2:00-2:15pm. This schedule did not meet with resident approval and a
landowner threatened a restraining order against Oncor.

Max called Jayne Rose, GM w/Oncor to tell her this situation and that
he doesn’t think it's legal to close roads. Max requested a copy of the
regulation from Oncor that states they have the right to close roads.
Next day, he received a call from the Oncor Area Project Mgr, that they
would not be blocking the roads and would only have 1 crew working
instead of 4. They will email everyday to notify Max where they will be
working.

We don't know how long it may extend the completion. After they are
done on Oak Valley Ln they will move to Liberty Drive.

e Max presented and discussed Nexus Data Centers application for ROW
Construction of fiber optic cable. Upon review, he noticed that the
proposed work would be in the same ROW that Mastec already was.
With our narrow roads, future road construction and the already existing
fiber optic placement by Mastec for Lyte fiber, Max determined this
would probably be in conflict at this time. He had a meeting with Mastec
where they looked at the map and they agreed there could be a
problem.

Mastec will contact Nexus to see how they can work together to go-exist
in the same ROW.
Therefore, we will not consider the request for the permit at this time.

Volunteer Fire Department Report:

Valley). She saw a sign about it. No one knew anything about it.
